Devotional: Faith And Actions

Children's Devotion on Faith

Read: James 2:14-26 (NKJV)

As we see here from our reading today, faith goes hand in hand with actions. We cannot say
we have faith in God, if we don't show it in our lives—in how we treat other people. When we
see a need, we should meet that need by providing for the person. We can't turn our backs
on people—especially our brothers and sisters in the faith, or our friends and family—when
they are in need.
